My time here at Gawa has been a unique opportunity for learning- about 
Yolngu ways, about the land and the sea, the people of Elcho, and espe-
cially, the children. It has also been a time of building professional partner-
ships- with Ben, Lara, Basma and Joanne, and also with Sal.  
My work in the project  included working with small groups , targeting the 
work to their reading and writing levels. This meant working with several 
groups from both classes- exploring stories for close study and building 
literacy skills around texts. Six weeks of third term included intensive half 
hour one on one reading sessions aimed at boosting reading skills. It has 
been encouraging to see the enthusiasm and interest in reading. Students 
have been especially responsive to the drama strategies, games and role 

plays that have been part of my work. They are enjoying the dress up boxes, taking on 
new characters and taking more risks speaking in character. 
I would like to commend Lara and Ben for their commitment and professionalism as 
well as their openness to new ideas; and to thank them, for this special opportunity. 
Thanks to Basma whose work in the classroom is so vital; to Joanne for her work in the 
school ; to Daphne whose support of children at Gawa has been amazing. And also to 
Sal for the role she plays in helping students discover their artistic talents. 
My professional practice has been enhanced by my time at Gawa as has my personal 
life journey.

As children are exposed to paint-
ing, carving and weaving from a very young age, they 
have a rich understanding and awareness of these art 
forms. It is an absolute privilige to learn and work beside 

the children as we discover more about Yol\ u culture.  

While researching and working alongside some of the 
local women we were able to 
simplify many of the techniques 
so the children could óhave a goô 
at a range of arts and crafts familiar to this region. The stu-

dents painted canvas, leaves, shells and 
rocks, made woven wall hangings, 
printed linocuts and had many lessons in 
drawing symbols and icons commonly 
used in Arnhem land art. 
With a bountiful collection of the students 
work, we displayed pieces in an art exhi-
bition in the old Gawa school. The chil-
dren and their families were very proud 
to see their art work displayed for public 
viewing.
